Antisocial Behaviour 

Reports have been received of persons revving engines at Balmaha Car park. No trace on Police arrival however extra attention was carried out. This culminated in person being traced and on 2 separate occasions males were found to be in possession of cannabis. 

A call was received from a male regarding persons walking through his private property in order to gain access to the lochside. No offences were found to have been committed and advice was given.  

On 6th November 2016 4 males ran aground on the in their boat at Balmaha. Luss recuse boat attended and rescued the males.

On 23rd November 2016 a report was received of males fishing at Balmaha Pier without a permit. Police attended and found that the males did not require a permit for the type of fishing they were doing.

Scams 

In recent months, members of the public have fallen victim of various types of scams. These have varied and have consisted of telephone calls, letters and pop-up messages on computer screens. Some of them have purported to be from banks, law enforcement agencies or government agencies, and have made requests for money to be paid to avoid the recipient being arrested or fined. Many of these scams have requested payment in the form of various vouchers or gift cards that can be purchased in most shops. 

Please be vigilant if you experience any kind of contact from organisations asking for payment of this kind. No government or law enforcement agency will ask for payment of fines or debts in the form of such vouchers or gift cards. If you are in doubt, contact the organisation using the telephone number found on official documentation, in a phone book or via a directory enquiries service for advice.

 Air Weapons

Important information regarding air weapon applications
 
From 31 December 2016, it will be an offence to use, possess, purchase or acquire an air weapon in Scotland, without holding an air weapon certificate, though if you are an existing firearm or shotgun certificate holder after this date, you will still be able to use and possess air weapons, until your firearm or shotgun certificate expires.  

The deadline for air weapon applications being processed before the new laws are introduced on 31 December 2016, have now passed, and in line with legislation for the application process, (Section 4 of the Air Weapons and Licensing (Scotland) Act 2015 (Commencement No. 3 and Transitional Provisions) Order 2016, it is anticipated that all applications for an air weapon certificate, which were received by Police Scotland after 31 October 2016, will not be processed or granted until 2017, which is after the new legislation takes effect. 

Please be advised that any person who has applied for an air weapon certificate after 31 October 2016, which has not been granted by 31 December 2016, will be committing an offence unless one of the following measures are taken, while awaiting the new certificate and authorisation being granted. 

1.	Store your air weapon with someone who has an Air Weapon Certificate.
2.	Store your air weapon with someone who has a current Firearm or Shotgun Certificate.
3.	Store your air weapon with a Registered Firearms Dealer.

If your air weapon application was submitted after 31 October 2016, you are advised to make one of these alternative arrangements at your earliest opportunity and before 31 December 2016. 

Should you not wish to keep your air weapon you can continue to hand it in to the police for surrender and destruction.
